4. BOOKS FOR KIDS FROM AFRICA!
“Nicolae Kretzulescu” Superior Commercial School

1. Summary: The project “Books for kids from Africa!” had the purpose to
inform the students involved in the project, as well as the other students of
the school about how difficult the access to education is for children in Sub-
Saharan Africa and also Romania. It was also meant to create a responsible
conduct of the students by getting them involved in humanitarian fund col-
lecting projects in order to collect books for the kids in Africa.

2. Duration: october 2011 - may 2013

3. Project justification: This project was born as a result of the need of mak-
ing students aware of the problems of the children in sub-Saharan Africa and
also Romania as far as the access to formal school education is concerned.
What mainly caused this is the lack of knowledge and the little involvement
of the students and the civil society in protecting children’s right to be edu-
cated so that they can integrate in the active life of their communities.

4. The purpose of the project: This project had as purpose to increase awareness regarding the necessity of a
universal access to primary education for all children, especially those from sub-Saharan Africa.

5. Objectives:

¢ informing students about the statistics about the Access to education worldwide, at a national level and in
sub-Saharan Africa.

e becoming aware of how serious this problem is both worldwide and at a national level

e involving children in humanitarian actions that could support the access to education for children in sub-

“Attaining the Development Objectives of the Millennium”

7. Activities of the project (brief description)

A. 1. Between October 20" and October 26™ 2011, we organized ac-
tivities such as exhibitions with students’ drawings, debates and also
lessons stressing the importance of the access to education for all
children, at least to primary education.

A. 2. The workshop “Message to Africa’, on November 19" 2012, where students from the Superior Com-
mercial School “Nicolae Kretzulescu” and those from the National College “Matei Basarab” reviewed the mil-
lennium development goals and searched for solutions to them. A special attention was paid to the right to
education for all children. Students made electronic posters and painted on T-shirts supporting messages for
children in Africa.

A.3. On 4™ of December 2012, there was organized a meeting of students with Father Emanuel Dumitru,
representative of the Catholic Church in Kenya, who is actively involved in supporting the children’s access to
education in the very poor areas of this country. After attending the Father’s lecture and watching some videos
that presented some schools in these areas, this activity, called “Africa, land of values” went on with a dialogue
between the Father and the students. In this way, the students had the chance to find out which are the tradi-
tions and the values people in Kenya believe in and made suggestions regarding how they could help poor
children in this country.

A.4. In January 2013, we organized activities where the students involved in wrote individual or collective
messages to children from the schools Father Dumitru was going to visit in his mission (January 22" 2013),
collected small funds for buying books for these children (January 28" 2013). In this action, the students from
the Superior Commercial School “Nicolae Kretzulescu” were helped by those from the National College “Matei
Basarab’, involved in the project “Realization of Millennium Development goals”

A. 5. Between 1* of April and 5th of April 2013, as a part of the week called “Know more, Be better”, the students
involved in the project made a campaign to inform their colleagues regarding their activity within the project
and on 4™of April 2013, the students in 10" G grade presented the way their classmates were involved in the
project “Realization of Millennium Development Goals” supporting the right to education for the children in
Kenya and from all over the world. Student Bercovici Gabriel presented an essay that offered testimonials of the
ways the Catholic community in ensuring the right to education for the children in Kenya, written as a result
of an interview with the priest of the parish the student belongs to.

A.6. On 24th of May 2013, on the occasion of celebration Africa’s Day (May 25th), the students had the chance
to watch a presentation of the schools in North Kenya where their messages and financial help went to. This was
also a chance to think of strategies to keep in touch with these students even after this project was over. Plans
were made for a partnership with one of the schools in Sololo.

porting the children in Africa to go to school, donating money to
buy books and sending them encouraging and supporting letters.

10. Evaluation and follow-up . 3
The objectives of the project where completely reached. The success of the project was getting students involved
in solving the problems of mankind, even though on a smaller scale. Students became aware that through ac-
tion and partnership they can solve many problems worldwide. The next stage of the project will be making a
partnership with at least one school in Africa, exchanging experience with students there, getting to know their
traditions and promoting universal values that make possible for people to live together without discrimina-
tions regarding their age, gender or financial situation.

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leaves traces, leading to traumas, most of which are incurable for life. School, as part of the community, has a
defining role in trying to combat, prevent and help child-victims of domestic violence. The project that took
place at “Gheorghe Airinei” Technical College was born from the attempt of putting into attention this deli-
cate problem in the life of the students but also from the intention of defining domestic violence, surprising
its effects and making people aware of this phenomenon: dramatic and real at the same time. In consequence,
activities took place that aimed at informing about the way domestic violence occurs, about the legal measures
one can take against the aggressors, and also in the direction of combating and preventing this phenomenon.
One of the causes of any type of violence are poor life conditions, frustrations due to poverty; in countries like
those in Africa, these problems are much more severe than in any other place. In this manner the coordinating
team of students carried out research activities and organized seminars to present the information they found.
A photo exposition with this theme was held.

Activities took place in the college and the students who participated were mostly those in the 9, 10® and 11*
grades, professors, parents and the pedagogic-psychologist counselor.

2. Duration: one year (school year 2012 - 2013)

3. Justification of the project:

Taking in consideration the fact that after 1990, the number of domestic violence cases increased considerably
(following up studies) due to poverty, to the manifested social and financial problems, to the paradoxical lack
of information coming from the state institutions concerning this problem, a number of many verbally or phy-
sical abused children was found, direct victims of this type of aggression. Therefore the presence of this type of
project in schools should be imposed, helping students understand, keeping them informed about their legal
alternatives, about the counseling centers and so on, but also in the direction of making others understand the
drama that some of their colleagues, friends or relatives are confronting with.

These studies show that the drama of the children living in a violent climate, even if they are not direct victims,
is more intense and with deeper consequences and more lasting than the ones of the children that are direct vic-
tims of abuse and neglect of parents (Catheline, Marcelli, 1999). Children who grow in violent families develop
easy to recognize psychological behaviors and problems: excessive aggression or passivity in others aggression,
running away from home, drug consumption, alcohol, defending through lying - fear of telling the truth or
making their opinion heard, lack of self-confidence, depression, increased anxiety, isolation and so on. A child,
victim of domestic violence, is usually a child with problems in school adaptation. Besides family, which in the-
se cases looses its role of offering security and protection, school (professors, colleagues), is the first institution
that can observe and help these children/ teenagers, preventing by adequate interfering (like this project), the
domino-type evolution (children who become aggressive or even criminals in their turn).

4. Purpose:
Preventing and combating domestic violence, informing about the legal measures that can be taken in different
cases about the role of school and the way it can interfere and also about the local centers of counseling.

5. Objectives:

o To realize the fact that domestic violence is a problem concerning us all, whatever the country in case or the
familial financial situation is;

e To promote the legal rights of domestic violence victims through campaigns of information among students;
e To produce information and presentation materials: brochures, flyers, power-point presentations,
photography exhibition;

¢ To inform about the possibility of psychological counseling at the school;

e To educate and cultivate a model behavior among students by promoting best practices to prevent violence.

6. Target group/Beneficiaries:

¢ the students in the grades 9 D, 10 B and 11 F of the Technical College “Gh. Airinei”;
e the parents attending the debates.
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7. Project activities (coordinators: Chitu Georgiana and Louatron Cornelia):
Activity 1: “Sauver la planéte” activity at CDI on 29" of Novem- 1"' '
ber, 2012. The students had to make posters and Power Point pre-
sentations having the theme “Save the Planet”. The intention was
to create awareness of global environment and pollution issues to
gradually draw students’ attention to the dramatic situation on
the African continent. Coordinator : Louatron Cornelia and Ro-
dica Ionas

Activity 2: “Malnutrition, food crisis in Africa’- the activity took
place in the biology lab on 15™ of February, 2013. The result of
the research conducted by the students was presented as a Power
Point presentation to their peers in other grades. Coordinators:
Veronica Motoc and Marcela Marica;

Activity 3: “The causes of domestic violence in underdeveloped countries™- activity that took place at CDI on
22 of March, 2013. The students were asked to find their own solutions to the causes identified by the research.
Coordinator: Bogdan Andronache, Marcela Marica;

Activity 4: “Racism from origins to the present” — activity that took place at CDI on 29" of March, 2013. The ac-
tivity was a free debate, each student being invited to give their views on racism and its causes and consequen-
ces on the lives of everyone. Coordinators: Louatron Cornelia and Georgiana Chitu;

Activity 5: “Diseases caused by lack of food” - activity that took place at CDI on 3™ of June, 2013. Parents that
are careless and do not provide proper nutrition to their children can also be accused of domestic violence. Or,
as the case in South Africa, living conditions are so poor that some families cannot afford a healthy diet. Coor-
dinators: Veronica Motoc and Chitu Georgiana;

Activity 6: “What do we mean when we say domestic violence?” The activity took place in the classroom and
was organized as debates and power-point presentation. The starting point was the “definition” in the Domestic
Violence Law and the legal measures that can be taken. Coordinator: prof. Chitu Georgiana;

Activity 7: “Do not be ignorant!” was a campaign to raise the awareness of the students in our college by offering
leaflets, flyers and invitations to the debate held at CDI. Coordinator: prof. Louatron Cornelia, Rodica Ionas;
Activity 8: “Let’s empathize!” was organized as role plays and case studies by various confessions of people,
victims of domestic violence (the activity took place in the classroom). Coordinator: prof. Chitu Georgiana,
Rodica Ionas;

Activity 9: “Nobody has the right to hit me!” took place at CDI. The activity was organized as a debate and
the parent of the students interested to share their views on the subject were invited. Coordinator: prof. Chitu
Georgiana, prof. Louatron Cornelia, counselor psychologist pediatrician Draghici Dana.

“Gheorghe Sincai” National College

1. Project summary:

“Messages for Africa” is a project initiated and developed by the “Gh. Sincai”National College from Bucharest
in partnership with the Elementary School No. 97. It covers a period of six months and it is addressed to middle
school and high school students. Its purpose is involving them in creating a campaign supporting the right to
education of the young girls from Sub-Saharan Africa.

The project’s objectives refers both to inform over 50 students on the vulnerable status of the young girls from
Sub-Saharan Africa, followed by their involvement in a series of non-formal educational activities, and to real-
ize the importance of promoting the essential values in the sustainable development process: compliance with
Human Rights, social justice, solidarity.

These objectives will be supported by different activities, like: creating a material (based on the young girls
status from the Sub-Saharan Africa ), which will be presented in an informative session , initiating workshops
(writing messages of solidarity to the young girls from Sub-Saharan Africa), creating and presenting a panto-
mime show, organizing a letter contest to an imaginary receiver (a girl from Sub-Saharan Africa ), running an
event in Tineretului Park ( reproducing an extract from origami-lanterns).

2. Period: January 2012 - June 2012

3. Project Justification:
The project “Messages for Africa — The right to education of girls and women from Sub-Saharan Africa” is
classifying, by its purpose, objectives and proposed activities, in two of the main objectives of the international
project “Realization of Millennium Development Goals. The involvement of students and teachers in projects
and programs of education for development’, specifically those that refers to the topic of increasing the aware-
ness of teachers and students for the global problems and Millennium Development Goals, development and
use of creative potential of young people in order to be able to initiate projects based on global problems topics,
Millennium Development Goals, Human Rights.
The project is proposed by the National College “Gh. Sincai” (from Bucharest) and is addressed both to high
school students (from ninth to eleventh grades) and to middle school students (students from Elementary
School No. 97) who, through a large number of activities (for example, organizing workshops, playing a pan-
tomime show, drafting messages etc.) can become more responsive to the compliance with some of the most
important Human Rights: indiscrimination by gender, right to personal security, right not to be part of “cruel,
inhuman or degrading treatments (5™ Art. of Human Rights), right to education, right to express opinion, right
to work.
As many official reports, statistics and / or documentary movies prove, even if we live in the third millennjum,
there are many states that do not respect the Human Rights. Sub-Saharan Africa is among those regions, where
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girls and women are confronted with very difficult situations, most of them generated by the limited access to
education, discrimination by gender and poverty, sometimes extreme. Unfortunately, many times they become
victims of the human trafficking or of some ruthless diseases, like HIV/AIDS.

The critical situation of women from this part of the world and the faith that access to education will consider-
ably improve their lives; have contributed to initiation of this kind of project.

Last but not least, the project aims that the involved students will gain skills that will help them become “global
citizens” (for example, the capacity of communication, critical spirit, solidarity and responsibility), by being
actively involved in the promoting and respecting the Human Rights.

4. Project’s Purpose: To involve 80 students from high school and middle school to realize a supporting cam-
paign for the right to education of young girls and women from Sub-Saharan Africa.

5. Objectives:

¢ Ol. Informing over 50 students about the vulnerable status of young girls from Sub-Saharan Africa.

e O2. Involving students in a series of non-formal educational activities, on the issue of the right to education
of young girls from Sub-Saharan Africa.

e 03. Raising students’level of awareness regarding the importance of promoting some essential values in the
process of sustainable development: respect for Human Rights, social justice, solidarity.

6. Target-Group: 80 students from Bucharest (50 from the National College “Gh. §incai” from ninth to elev-
enth grade, 30 students from sixth and seventh grade from the Elementary School No. 97) .

7. Activities:
Al. The project’s team realizes an informative material about the lack of education of young girls from Sub-Sa-
haran Africa. Based on a series of official reports, articles from foreign media, documentary movies etc. which
present the situation of young girls and women from Sub-Saharan Africa, the team is preparing an informative
material (a power point presentation), finally showed to the target-group. This is proving how, for reasons like
poverty, diseases, early marriages, discrimination, traditions, abuses, a large number of girls from this part of
the Globe cannot have access even to primary education.
A2. Realizing a partnership with an elementary school (Elementary School No. 97, the 4™ district) to select a
number of 30 students (from sixth and seventh grades) that will participate in the project. The project leader
(from “Gh. Sincai” National College) will discuss with the programs and educative projects coordinator from
the elementary school and will establish a partnership with him/her.
A3. The project team will support an informative session for 50 students from “Gh. Sincai” National College
and for 30 students from the Elementary School No. 97 to inform them about the topic and the activities of
the project. The project coordinator will invite the project team from the elementary school to the “Gh. $incai”
National College in order to present them in detail how the project will develop.
A4. Organizing workshops where the students will compose informative messages the conditions of living for
the young girls and women from Africa and their right to education. The two partner schools will organize
workshops where the participants will compose this kind of messages based on the information received from
the informative material.
A5. Realizing flyers and distributing them in the two schools. Based on the messages composed by students, a
flyer model will be made. This will be multiplied in the two schools and many copies will be distributed so that
many students to be informed about the major problems of the lack of access to education for many girls from
Sub-Saharan Africa.
A6. Realizing a scenario for a pantomime show with the “Messages for girls from Africa” topic that will be real-
ized with students from both schools involved. A few students from “Gh. Sincai” National College and from the
elementary school will meet with the theater team coordinator from the high school , and also with the project
coordinators to realize a scenario for the pantomime show (based on the messages of students and the informa-
tive material). Both the rehearsals and the show will take place in the festivities room of the college.
A7. Organizing a workshop in order to create costumes, accessories, decor items with traditional African mo-
tifs. The participants will collect information about the traditional costumes from Sub-Saharan Africa. By the
acquisitioning of the required materials, the National College “Gh. Sincai” will be the host for the workshop
where will be created some of the props needed for the pantomime show.
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A8. Organizing a workshop where “origami lanterns” will be created (which will be released in Tineretului
Park, in the last stage of the project). Those who will participate to the workshop will be informed about the way
an “origami lantern” is made. By the acquisitioning of the needed materials, the workshop will be hosted by the
National College “Gh. Sincai”. These origami-lanterns will then be attached to different messages of solidarity
for girls in Africa.

A9. In both schools a contest will take place where students will write letters, in English and French, addressed
to an imaginary receiver (a girl from Sub-Saharan Africa) with a message of solidarity. Helped by the coordina-
tor-teacher, English and French teachers, a few students will write short letters, in which they will express their
solidarity for the problems that girls from Sub-Saharan Africa are confronted with. In schools will take place
a contest, where the letters will be presented, and the best of them will be published later on the schools’ sites.
A10. Presenting the pantomime show. The pantomime show will take place in the festivities room of “Gh.
Sincai” National College and students and teachers involved in this project, ISMB guests, students from both
schools and their parents will participate.

A11. Making a passage in light of origami lanterns in Tineretului Park from Bucharest. The project teams from
the schools will meet in Tineretului Park in the last day of school. On the alley from the park entrance, flyers
with solidarity messages for the young girls from Sub-Saharan Africa will be distributed to the young people.
By night fall the origami-lanterns will be lighted and a lighting passage will be created. The purpose for organiz-
ing this kind of event is to increase the interest of the local community for the current global issues, in this case
for the lack of access to education of the young girls from underdeveloped countries.

To implement the project, the project team has chosen as partner the Elementary School No.97 from Bucha-
rest. This is an essential partner because a part of the activities will take place within it (for example, organizing
workshops where informative/awareness messages will be created based on the situation of girls and women
in Sub-Saharan Africa; it is one of the places that will distribute flyers, and one of the locations carrying a part
of the contest drafting letters to an imaginary destination in Africa.

8. STOP THE DOMESTIC ABUSE!
“Mihail Sadoveanu” High School

1. Project summary:

The project was designed to improve the existing reality in the community and the society as a whole. Empirical
observations made by the high school’s teaching body have shown that domestic abuse manifests itself within
the community and even among pupils’ families as an expression of the gender inequality, the violation of hu-
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man rights and, most particularly, children’s rights.

The envisaged activities focused on making pupils and, sub-
sequently, the local community aware of the devastating ef-
fects of domestic violence on a physical and mental scale
and the risks of perpetuating the violence as a result of
citizens’ passivity. The brainstorming led to the identifica-
tion of feasible solutions to prevent and combat domestic
abuse in families and communities and implement them
within the limits imposed by legislation.

2. Project duration: February - June 2013

3. Objective of the project

The ample magnitude of domestic abuse, both worldwide and nationwide, makes a systematic educational ac-
tivity necessary on teenagers and communities, in view of increasing the civic responsibility and the civilization
degree in a democratic society. Being an aware member of the global community is possible only through the
development of a common system of values and principles agreed internationally.

The project is part of the general issue triggered by the development goals of the millennium, covering a variety
of topics: human rights and children’s rights, social and economic rights, civil rights, gender issues. Developing
a sense of social responsibility, solidarity with people in need and observing the principles of equality in every-
day life are priority objectives of the educator’s action, contributing to building a better society, in the spirit of
the respect for human dignity.

4. Purpose: Developing teenagers’ responsible civic behavior towards domestic abuse, as a manifestation of
gender inequality and the violation of human rights/child rights.

Activities deployed in the course of the project led to at-
titudinal and behavioral changes of the pupils involved,
in terms of domestic violence.

The teaching methods used put pupils in the position of
finding solutions to the problems triggered by domestic
violence. Thus, teenagers have identified the necessary
balance between the right to self-determination and
the right to security, in relation to how these rights are
stipulated in policies regarding the human rights. More-
over, during the lessons and, subsequently, in their rela-
tionships with their colleagues/friends and community .
members, the pupils practiced appropriate ways of warning against the danger of domestic abuse.

The main way of influencing community members by pupils was by transmitting messages containing anti-
violence topics in various ways: online, through posters and drawings made in school.

10. Assessment and follow-up

The activities carried out by the pupils had a significant formative character. The pupils have understood the
serious effects of the domestic abuse and acquired skills of preventing and combating this phenomenon in the
community. The main achievement was the pupils’ change in attitude and their adopting of a proactive attitude
for stopping domestic abuse in the social environment they live in.

The lobbying by peers on the importance of combating domestic violence had formative side effects: the devel-
opment of a responsible civic behavior, of the team spirit, and the ability of self-organization.

The pupils’ operational core participating in lessons focusing on the issue of domestic abuse continue to moni-
tor the phenomenon, being prepared to intervene in the team, to the extent permitted by the law in force, to
stop it.

In the activities developed, young people met the causes and effects of pollution on the environment and on the
human body, serious energy problem, which both Romania and all of humanity is facing at the moment, and
the ability to overcome the crisis.

Various activities (debates, screenings, workshops and lessons) developed in the project have given all involved
to know the types of renewable energy (,,green energy”), that can be used as an alternative - with positive effects
- to the crisis of conventional fuels; so they were become aware the benefits and disadvantages of unconventi-
onal energy resources exploitation.

Presenting some of the most important renewable energy technologies and test some - at a minimum size - had
a significant impact on young people.

Also, students could meet major projects - national and international - achieved or under development, using
limitless resources of the planet, very clean, with a insignificant contribution to climate change, and the main
concerns and activities of policy makers at the national level.

Development education is closely linked with global education and

»Pro Global Citizenship” by Silvia Dumitriu

It’s so good to wake up in the morning, to waste tap water absent mindedly, to forget the lights on, oblivious to
the tormented people across the world who are toiling to keep themselves alive. Is it just? Enveloped in igno-
rance, some of us don't even realize the gruesome efforts made to bring in even some scraps of food, a matter
which isn’'t a concern to us anymore. At the same time, others abuse plenty of resources they own, blinded by
power which shadows the consequences.

The average individual develops a quite natural attitude in these cases; the less the quantity of life support
materials, the more what is being given or earned through hard work will be much more appreciated. On the
other side of the coin, as long as one person is at the helm of resource allotment, greed will path its way and
will fuel wants and desires day by day. Thus, one can distinguish classes, and as it might happen in one region
or another, some have to suffer to support other people’s wealth and happiness. If we don’t address this burn-
ing issue at the right time, Gandhi’s wise words will condemn our past, since our future will have already been
terribly changed.

The basic concept of social justice surfaced in the mid 1800’ in order to designate the necessity of a fair distribu-
tion of social goods. It involves the state’s commitment to compensate any market or class or rights inequalities.
Social justice is a moral and political framework which aims at equal rights and collective solidarity. It’s es-
sentially a scheme towards a better society while admitting the permanent existence of injustice. Social justice
is rooted in universal equality and universal benefit from economic and social advances, irrespective of their
gender, race, religion i.e. it does not only consist of, for instance, raising salaries or creating job opportunities,
but also represents the freedom of expression, dignity and the economic, social, political independence. In
1971, John Rawls, a contemporary philosopher, who raised awareness among scientists and researchers in the
70’s about this concept by dividing his ,,theory of justice” into 3 principles; a normal society is just if it ensures
fundamental liberties amongst all its members, fair equality of chances and preservation of certain inequalities
that might favor the poorer.

Moreover, unequal distinctions between social classes are triggered also by the area and its economic potential.
It may be just a question of luck; however, international aid can prevent the sufferings. So many NGO’s intend
to care for and support the oppressed families coming from third world countries in Africa or South America.
On the other hand, the downtrodden themselves make a stand for what they believe in and for what should
be through riots and protests; fighting for personal liberties and for rights inherited by everyone available for
everyone has been known for centuries. Millions of people attack corruption, inequality, political repression,
the absence of a decent and universal labor law. As a result, the 1st of May is International Labor Day. It cel-
ebrates solidarity since 1890, and serves as a reminder for the victims of a massive workers’ strike in Chicago,
a materialization of unhappiness generated by the improper working conditions and ignorant, selfish investors
who only cared about their opulent future.
